Year 11 Subject Parents’ Evening – Tuesday 13 January 2026 

We would like to invite you to the Year 11 subject parents’ evening on Tuesday 13 January.  At this event you 

will have the opportunity to meet with all of your child’s subject teachers, and discuss their progress. This will 

be a face to face event, where you will be able to have individual meetings with each teacher in the school hall 

between 4pm and 7pm. 

To support parents who have younger children attending with them, we are offering a crèche service in the zone, 

staffed by sixth formers studying for a BTEC qualification in Early Years. Feel free to leave younger children in 

their capable hands whilst you speak to teachers with your older child. There will also be a stall selling stationery 

and equipment in case your child needs to buy anything to support their studies.  

We will run an appointment based system whereby you as parents make appointments at times which suit you 

rather than relying on your child to make appointments on your behalf. Hopefully this will enable you to be in 

control of appointment timings and to see all the teachers you want to meet with on the night.   

Appointments are scheduled for every five minutes and teachers will make every effort to stick to these timings 

to enable all parents with appointments to meet with them.  On occasion, a member of staff may have more 

students than they have slots.  If a teacher is unable to see you on the night, they will arrange a time to call you 

to update you on your child’s progress, however, every effort will be made to meet you at a suitable time slot 

your child’s strengths in terms of their learning and progress in the subject as well as targets signposting any 

areas for improvement to enable further attainment.  

Mrs Holt (SENCO) and Miss Charles (Deputy SENCO) will attend the evening and are keen to speak to as many 

parents of SEND students as possible. If you have a child with SEND needs, please feel free to have a chat with 

them on the night, no appointment necessary. In addition, our attendance team (Mrs McClory and Mrs Wilson) 

and our Careers Advisor (Ms Koppoe) will be there in case you have any questions or queries.  

Please speak to your child about the event and book appointments in advance of the evening. Please note that 

English, Maths and Science appointments often go quickly and appointments are first come, first served. The 

appointment system opens today and will close the day before the event at 12pm so please make appointments 

before the system closes. If you are unable to attend, please refer to your child’s report for a progress overview.
